The basis for most antimony pricing is the London Metal Bulletin (LMB) Rotterdam price for 5 metric ton lots (2204.623 pounds) of 99.6% (grade II) antimony metal generally with less than 0.1% lead, less than 0.075% arsenic, and less than 50 ppm selenium. It is quoted on a “high” and “low” daily basis and on a monthly “average” basis. A price of $17,637.00 would be equivalent to $8.00 per pound.
Oxide ore, sulfide concentrates, and “crude” antimony oxide are often quoted on a “metric ton unit” (mtu) basis for the contained antimony content. An “mtu” is 1% of a metric ton or 22.046 pounds. For example, if a 40% antimony oxide hand sorted lump ore was quoted at $17.00 per mtu, a metric ton of the ore would be worth $680.00 and a pound of the contained metal would be worth $.77.
Finished oxide and metal are generally quoted on a U.S. dollar and cents per pound basis.
